Re: Proposed Changes to the School Day from September 2010
I am writing to inform you of Heston Community School’s intention to change the timings of the School Day from September 2010. As you will know, at present the School has an extended day on a Tuesday and in response to the views of stakeholders, including parents/carers we have been investigating the implications of having consistent timings for the School Day from Monday through to Friday. We have been able to do this by changing our curriculum to have 50-minute periods instead of 60-minute periods. This has the added advantage of also presenting an opportunity to implement a lot of exciting changes including the ability to create extra lessons to accommodate wider choice for students. In addition, we have been able to dedicate more time to the Core Subjects (English, Mathematics and Science) at Key Stages 3 and 4.
