THE PHYSICAL EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

OVERVIEW

Heston Community School’s PE Department aim to develop students' competence and confidence to take
part in a range of physical activities and ultimately allow students to make an informed choice for lifelong
sport and healthy lifestyles.

Through our curriculum we aim to foster resilience, honesty and respect for themselves and each other, in
addition to leadership and ambition - all of which are so important for an individual to succeed in life and
maximise their potential in their academic studies. We offer a wide and varied PE curriculum that will
encourage participation and promote equality in all our pupils.

Students embed the physical development and skills learnt in Key Stage 1 & 2, to become more competent,
confident and expert in their techniques, and apply them across different sports and physical activities.

CURRICULUM OVERVIEW
Physical Education is taught across the age and ability range at KS3 and KS4. Students at Key Stage 3 and
4, have a double lesson of PE (100 minutes) once a week.

At Key stage 4 the examination offer is OCR Cambridge National Sport Studies, this then leads into a Key
stage 5 offer of OCR Cambridge Technical (Extended Certificate) Sport and Physical Activity.

EXTRACURRICULAR

Heston has a thriving extracurricular program offering a range of different clubs and opportunities for
students to participate in sport outside of lessons. This also include taking part in borough and county
competitions and events. Students also have the opportunity to compete in a range of leadership
opportunities: Sport Leader Qualification and FA Game on Leader.

We offer an extensive Extra-curricular offer including Basketball, Football, Netball, Dodgeball, Athletics,
Rounders, Cricket, Dance, Boxing, Badminton and many more.

STAFFING

The PE Team is led by the Head of Department and is supported by Head of Girls’ PE. New staff are offered
an Induction Programme to facilitate their entry into the life of the School and the community and there is
a specific, two-year ECT Induction Programme.
